As regards our Church/Hall extension, he invited us to obtain more information so that the Diocese and ourselves could gauge the future needs of our parish.  He has asked us to:-

1) Conduct a parish census in order to see just where people who come here to Mass live.
2) To look at present and future population expansion programmes in the East Herts/West Essex areas.

With this information the Diocese will be able to assess the requirements of this parish for the forseeable future.

We aim to conduct the census in the not too distant future.
