Because each Friday recalls the crucifixion of Our Lord, it is set aside as a special penitential day.  
The Church does not prescribe, however, that fish must be eaten on Fridays.  It never did.  Abstinence always meant the giving up of meat rather than the eating of fish as a substitute.  What the Church does require is that its members abstain on Fridays from meat or from some other food or that they perform some alternative work of penance.

CHOOSING THE COMMON GOOD
The Catholic Bishops’ Conference of England and Wales have published ‘Choosing the Common Good’.  This short document presents some of the key themes of Catholic Social Teaching, in light of some recent developments and of the changed conditions in contemporary Britain.

In his introduction, Archbishop Vincent Nichols writes: 

“Some of that development is due to the teaching of Pope Benedict XVI and the series of teaching documents which he has published.”
Two events are anticipated in the publication of this Statement.  The first is the forthcoming General Election. This statement is a contribution to the wider debate on the important themes of the moment.  It forms a back-cloth to the more particular issues which may well dominate the election itself.

The second event anticipated here is the forthcoming visit of Pope Benedict XVI in the autumn.  This document introduces some of the patterns of Catholic thought to those who are unfamiliar with them and indicate the ways in which that thought can be a significant contribution to our common 
endeavours.

PARISH FORUM
